Dear Officer Eissinger,

Each year during Pretrial, Probation and Parole week, an outstanding Mono County Probation employee is recognized for their work in the field of probation. It is with great pleasure to recognize you as this years’ Probation Employee of the Year.  
You have shown that your experience and knowledge is a significant asset to the department. Your ability to step into complex situations or roles and handle them with ease has been recognized by your peers, supervisors, and justice partners.
Given the remoteness of our county, it is sometimes difficult to provide the services and supports clients need.  Pretrial Services is an area impacted greatly by this void of community assistance and specialized mental and behavioral health services.  Areas impacted by this austere environment are pretrial services and reentry – both programs overseen by you.  When pretrial began, you worked fervently to design and oversee the pretrial services program.  Your oversight has been exceptional, especially with the number of mental health issues found in pretrial.  You helped bring the NAMHS program online to provide the assistance clients need while detained and when released. One of your colleagues wrote ‘Leianna goes above and beyond for her clients.  She has a fair share of mental health clients, and she finds a way to build rapport and aid for their needs.  A good example is a client who was needing assistance, depressed and homeless.  She coordinated with the family and located a place for him to stay.  She also linked him to services.  The client is not the same person he was upon his release from jail.  The client appears to be in good physical and mental health.  I believe a lot had to do with Leianna’s rapport with him and assisting him to get back on his feet.’
Along with your work in pretrial, you have overseen the reentry services by participating in a multidisciplinary group assessing those expected to return to the community.  This work relates directly with the Community Corrections Partnership strategic objective, if not the most important with the Five-Year Strategic Plan.  You have done outstanding work with justice partners to ensure those entering the community are prepared and have the supports they need in place.

Your commitment to excellence can be seen in so much of your work.  You are a Domestic Violence Facilitator which requires immense work and is time restrictive.  Further, you oversee the Sex Offender program for our county and have within the last year, given attention to a very serious case.  One of your colleagues wrote: ‘Leianna did an excellent investigation in a sex offender case in Lee Vining.  The defendant is currently in pretrial and requested the court to be able to return to work at his mother’s business under conditional release.  Leianna conducted a thorough investigation as ordered by the court to assess potential victimization.  She provided a detailed report to the court delineating the safety concerns.  On the day of court, the defendant’s attorney stated Leianna did a good job and withdrew his request for the defendant’s conditional release.’  
Another example of your commitment to excellence your willingness to address issues of justice and fairness.  You received a case that you were expected to submit a recommendation for a Vehicular Manslaughter.  Rather than prepare the report, you investigated the matter and challenged the district attorney to reconsider the charges in the case.  This recommendation came from the investigative work you did by interviewing many subject matter experts, review of previous VM in Riverside.  You submitted your report to the court providing substantial information to reconsider the petition.  Probation has a responsibility to provide as much information as possible to the court so the bench may make an informed decision.  I was very proud of the work you did in this case, you represented the victims with integrity and compassion.
So much of our work has transitioned to include data and repeatable procedures.  Not only does this inform our work, but it also assists Probation when requesting funding or grants.  One of your colleagues recognized this by say you have provided data and statistics for quarterly reporting for pretrial grants.  They wrote, “Leianna spends hours extracting information from the reports received from the Sheriff’s Office. She has also taken the lead role as subject matter expert for Pretrial Services with the set up of Tyler Technologies Pretrial Module.”
Finally, many of your colleagues commented on the important work you do with your clients.  They report you can be compassionate and go the extra mile to assist within their case management or you can be “very motivational when they need an extra push and holds them accountable.”  I personally have seen you spend hours talking to clients either in the community or in the jail, listening to them, giving them your full attention even in cases where clients are detached form reality.  Your interaction though communicates your desire to help them, and they sense that desire.
Congratulations again Officer Eissinger, you are deserving of this award.  Thank you for work and commitment to Mono County and its citizens.
